e have a minimum of ten years of actively demonstrated, distinguished service and a
reputation as a national and global leader,

¢ have demonstrated scholarship of the highest level in professional writing and
research,

¢ have maintained dedicated service to middle level education beyond the local,
state, or regional.

Record of Integrity
A candidate should be known as a person of high personal ethics, reflecting a model of
exemplary behavior and reputation associated with the spirit of the award.
